I’ve thought 
a lot about the students who died this week before their time. The tragedy has brought tears to my eyes for 
days.  You see, my kids are in college. Many of yours are too. What do we make of our lives?  
 

In the eulogy for my mom, the priest spoke about her as a woman of vision.  I had never thought of her that 
way. I listened. I’ ve tried to learn.  
 

I’ ve been nominated for President of the BLCC again.  I thought long and hard about another year of 
commitment, another year of hard work. I’ve finally decided to serve one more year, for my mom… so I can 
be a woman of vision, if only in a small way.  My mom owned a piece of land adjoining the church that we 
attended. She had offers from two fast food restaurants that would have done very well next door to the 
church.   Instead of selling, she waited. She did that a lot.  Waited.  Processed. Thought. She eventually gave 
the land to the church because they needed a parking lot.  The priest said that she had vision… that she 
thought about the future.  I keep a magnifying glass by her picture so everyday when I walk by it, I 
remember to try to be a woman of vision…to look through that magnifying glass to the future.   
 

I, too, have a vision… believe it or not, for this neighborhood.  We’ re getting there.  What is your vision?  I 
want to see all of our residents at the Spring Fling - children or no children, residents of all ages - our older 
residents sitting at the tables helping the children decorate cookies…surrogate grandparents, surrogate 
grandchildren, surrogate children.  We live in a transient society.  We need one another.  We are the village.  
We raise each other.  We should raise each other up.  
 

Clark Martinson of the Energy Corridor came to speak to us. When asked of his vision for a neighborhood 
such as ours, he responded with ideas for us. The first one was to make the Recreation Center a hub for our 
neighborhood…a place of constant activity.  That is his vision.  It is my vision.  It is the vision of your 
officers.   
 

You will receive a letter this summer detailing our ideas, the vision that we have. May God bless you all, and 
may He bless the children and the families of Virginia Tech.

Bats are a familiar sight during the warmer 

summer months as they fly at dusk hunting insects.  
As in prior years, a couple of bats in the area have 
tested positive for rabies.   

While bats are no cause for fear, public health 
officials warn that people should avoid touching 
bats, stay away from them and close any openings 
into dwellings through which a bat could enter.  

Bats and skunks are considered at high risk for 
rabies in Harris County and should never be 
handled.  Harris County Public Health and 
Environmental Services (HCPHES) Veterinary 
Public Health division urges the following 
precautions: 

 

• Maintain current rabies vaccinations on all dogs 
and cats four months of age and older (for a 
definition of “currently vaccinated” , please visit 
www.countypets.com) 
• Confine all pets or keep them on a leash. 
• All persons, especially children, are warned to 
avoid all sick or injured animals. 
• All stray or wild animals should be avoided, 
particularly skunks and bats observed during the 
day. 

• Report all animal bites or scratches that break the 
skin or any actual or potential physical contact 
with bats (with or without a bite) (with living or 
dead bats) to your area animal control agency. 
• Report loose animals to your area animal control 
agency. 
 

Parents are urged to make sure children 
understand these warnings.  

Any abnormal bat activity – bats in the 
home, bats dead or sick on the ground – should be 
reported to BARC (City of Houston Bureau of 
Animal Regulation and Control) immediately –

 “ Ball Moss and the Health of Your  Trees”  
submitted by: Suzanne Walsh, Landscaping 

 
As part of this year’s common area maintenance, our 
landscaping service company will spray the trees at the 
entry and along the Barker’s Landing Road esplanades to 
help reduce the Ball Moss.  We hope to improve the 
health and appearance of our trees by requesting this 
service.  We are trying to be Good Neighbors and 
encourage Barker’s Landing residents to consider their 
own landscape and check for the presence of Ball Moss. 
 
Ball Moss is a grayish green, pin-cushion like plant and 
being an epiphyte, it grows on other plants but does not 
take nutrients from them.  The “hold fasts”  or “pseudo 
roots”  of ball moss anchor it to the surface on which it 
grows while the leaves and stems, like those of other 
bromeliads, absorb water and nutrients from the air.  
However Ball Moss causes a great deal of worry for 
homeowners who fear that ball moss is killing their trees 

by smothering out new buds thereby reducing a 
tree’s food making ability.  Heavy infestations can 
weigh down branches causing them to break, 
allowing entry for disease.   
 
The seeds of Ball Moss are carried on the wind so 
we encourage those who have substantial numbers 
of Ball Moss in their trees to make efforts toward 
remediation.  
 
Homeowners can contact local arborists for 
recommended companies that can assist with 
trimming of weakened or dead branches, hand 
picking to remove Ball Moss clusters and/or to 
spray the trees with a copper containing fungicide 
such as Kocide 101.

A quorum being established, the meeting was called to order at 3:01 p.m., with Don Fleck, President, 
presiding. 
 
 

MINUTES 
 
The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes from the previous meeting as well as the Annual 
Meeting. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to approve, as presented, the minutes of the BLHOA Board Meeting of December 
14, 2006 and the minutes of the Annual Meeting of Barkers Landing HOA held on January 31, 2007. 
 
Don Fleck then stated that the Directors had reached a consensus that the Officers of the Association would 
be Don Fleck as President, Ted Winzeler as Vice President and responsible for oversight of Recreation Center 
maintenance and operations, Steve Shurn as Secretary/Treasurer and with Noel Rando accepting liaison 
responsibility with the Patrol Staff and Suzanne Walsh accepting responsibility for oversight of the 
Landscaping and Trash Hauling contracts. 
 

 
COMMITTEE REPORTS 

 
LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Suzanne Walsh) 

 
Suzanne Walsh presented a bid from Komp to do spring improvements to the Association landscaping. The 
Board agreed to the ball moss spraying and the improvements to the entry (soil remediation, azaleas, dwarf 
yaupons and bull rock) but decided to hold off on the work to the White Water island. The Board discussed 
the status of the security and solicitation signs at the entries and asked PCMI to check and order new signs. 
 
Komp also agreed to mow the Addicks-Howell R.O.W. at a regular fee of $75 per month and a one-time 
cleanup fee of $750. PCMI is to contact the City to see if they can do a good cleanup of the area instead of 
Komp. 
 
 

RECREATION CENTER (Ted Winzeler – Report Attached)  
 
Ted Winzeler reported that he had repaired the windscreens at the tennis courts. He reported that a walk-
through of the pool area with A-Beautiful Pools is scheduled to prepare a make-ready list for the pool 



opening. Suzanne Walsh asked that she be included in the walk-around. Bob Eaton reported that Tom Givens 
of AquaticTex is preparing a bid for the surface repairs to the pool, which would take place in late March-
early April. The Board asked if the work could be done in early April so a test run on the pool water quality 
could be made prior to the season; PCMI to check. 
 
PATROL COMMITTEE (Noel Rando)  
 
Noel Rando reported somewhat routine activity for the Patrol staff during the month. He noted that Komp was 
observed placing mulch at all the neighborhood beds and trees during the month and they had repaired a tire 
trench near the Recreation center and on Sandy Bluff. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
  
Mr. Burckle reported routine activity in the community with one request for a room addition over a garage, 
which was approved by the Committee as it was well designed and attached to a two-story home. 
 
BP COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
 
Mr. Burckle provided an update to the Board on activities in relation to the BP utilization of the land north of 
Grisby although there were no meetings since the meeting reported at the Annual Meeting. He noted that they 
had the results of their survey completed by had not been officially reviewed and released to the public. BP is 
still trying to convene an advisory committee comprised of representatives of every building owner in this 
area. 
 
BARKERS LANDING COMMUNITY CLUB (Dottie Frank) 
  
Ms. Frank reported that an Easter Egg Hunt for the children was planned and asked that the fire-ants at the 
Recreation center be treated. 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT – (Steven Shurn) 
 
It was reported cash totaling $410,000 was available in bank accounts or CD’s at the end of January 2007.

A quorum being established, the meeting was called to order at 3:02 p.m., with Don Fleck, President, 
presiding. 
 

MINUTES 
 
The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes from the previous meeting as well as the Annual 
Meeting. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to approve, as presented, the minutes of the BLHOA Board Meeting of February 
15, 2007. 
 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Suzanne Walsh) 
 
Suzanne Walsh presented a bid from Komp to do spring improvements to the entry and the Whitewater 
island; after  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED: to complete the improvements to the entry and Whitewater  island, plus ball moss 
treatment, as proposed in the Komp bid at a cost of $5,563.50. 
 
Suzanne agreed to submit a “good neighbor”  article on ball moss for the newsletter; the newsletter deadline 
was announced as March 20th. 
 
The Board discussed the placement of “No solicitation”  signs at the entrances and looked at materials that 
featured decorative posts for the signs. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved 
it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to replace the sign at the entry with a new sign and post from Brandon Industr ies. 
 
Ms. Walsh noted to the board that Rhonda Lore, a resident in an adjacent subdivision, is putting down a half 
year’s deposit of $450 (6 x $75) toward monthly mowing of the right of way from the Barkers Landing 
property line to Memorial on the east side of Addicks-Howell. The fee from Komp is $75 per month to mow 
as long as it is on a continuous-once-per-month basis and follows an initial cleanup, which was quoted at 



$750 by Komp but, hopefully, will be performed by the City at no charge. If the mowing is not kept up on a 
continuous –once-per-month basis, the charge from Komp will increase to $150 per crew hour. 
  
In separate discussion involving deed restriction compliance, it was noted that we have infrequent requests for 
sets of deed restriction (Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions – CCRs). After  discussion 
and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED: to provide copies of CCRs to requestors at a cost of $10 per  set to cover costs. 
 

RECREATION CENTER (Ted Winzeler – Report Attached)  
 
Ted Winzeler reported that a new lock had been placed on the tennis court gates and new timers were 
installed for the lights. He reported that the walkaround of the pool area with the A-Beautiful representative 
had been completed and we are awaiting a quote on punch-list items. PCMI was asked to get costs on 
replacement chairs and after  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to replace damaged pool furniture at a cost not to exceed $600 to $800. 
 
The cost and timing of the surface repairs to the pool by AquaTexas was discussed and after  discussion and 
upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to proceed with the repairs to the pool, including repainting of the lane str ipes at a 
cost not to exceed $7000. 
 
Mr. Winzeler also raised the topic of summer pool memberships and after  discussion and upon a motion 
made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to continue the program of allowing non-resident pool memberships at the same 
rates and conditions as in pr ior  years. 
 
PATROL COMMITTEE (Noel Rando)  
 
Noel Rando reported somewhat routine activity for the Patrol staff during the month; however, he also noted 
that a group of teenagers purporting to be selling magazines was determined to actually be part of a scam 
operation and were escorted out of the community. Mr. Rando noted that new flags for the Recreation Center 
were purchased; a rebate card from the purchase of a new cellphone for the Patrol staff was used. He reported 
that Officer Mark Montez was recognized by Allied Barton as the “Officer of the Month”  in our region. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
  
Mr. Burckle reported routine activity in the community. He noted that, as the Congress has passed legislation 
voiding any rules in community associations that might prohibit flying of the United States Flag but allowing 
guidelines on proper display, the Architectural Control Committee will develop such guidelines for the 
community. 
 
BP COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
 
Mr. Burckle reported that there were no meetings with BP during the past month. He reported that the liaison 
committee is developing a list of preferred restrictions to be placed on any retail development in the BP 
property and has asked the help of Gary Dugger and Edwin Gorham, attorneys resident in the community, to 
assist in framing the proper language for presentation to BP. It was noted at the meeting that BP is calling a 
meeting at Wolfe Elementary for an Advisory Committee made of two representative from each of the area 
businesses, schools and communities. 
 
BARKERS LANDING COMMUNITY CLUB (Dottie Frank) 
  



Ms. Frank reported that Clark Martinson, General Manager of the Energy Corridor Management District, was 
the speaker at the recent BLCC meeting. He addressed the BP plans for the area, covering much of the same 
information revealed at the Wolfe Elementary meeting and discussed suggestions to make the recreation area 
the community center of activity. 
 
In discussion of improvements to the community, and after  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded 
and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to accept the bid from JR.D Construction to repaint the exter ior  of the wall along 
Memor ial dr ive at a cost of $8,705, with an added amount up to $1000 for  br ick pointing repairs. Both 
Barker Court and Barker Place agreed to share the costs on a proportional basis.
