August 16, 2007

A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Barkers Landing Homeowners Association, Inc. (BLHOA) was called at 3:02 
p.m. on Thursday, August 16, 2007 at 15995 North Barkers Landing, Suite 162, Houston, Texas pursuant to the notice 
attached hereto as “Exhibit A” .

Guests in attendance included Charlie Burckle representing the ARC, Marjorie Bowstrom, President of the Barker 
Court HOA, Dottie Frank of the Barkers Landing Community Club (BLCC), Gilbert Fragosa, playground 
equipment supplier, Bob Eaton of Planned Community Management, Inc., and Charles Austin of JRD 
Construction, who is doing the concrete restoration program in the neighborhood. 
 
A quorum being established, the meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m., with Don Fleck, President, presiding.  
 
Concrete Restoration Program Repor t – Char les Austin 
 
Mr. Austin reported that, with the exception of 3 late requests, that the work in the community was completed; he hoped to 
complete the latest requests in the next couple of weeks. At present 54 driveways are completed, 21 homeowners rejected 
their bid and 1 was done at a wrong address, free of charge; there are 33 driveways still in need of repair. He was asked about 
the dirt and form material on Whitewater and responded that is was functioning as a supply area for him and would be 
cleaned up when he left the community. He will review the common area curbs and the concrete pavers at the entry to 
provide a quote on that repair. 
 
Recreation Center  Enhancements – Dottie Frank 
 
Dottie Frank, representing the BLCC, presented a plan to enhance the neighborhood Activity Center through installation of a 
“play system” for children ages 2-12. The funding for the project will be borne by the BLCC and a letter will be circulated to 
all Homeowners by BLCC explaining the financing required for this project. There are some un-resolved issues such as the 
rerouting of the irrigation system and the ongoing cost of maintenance as well as any increase in the insurance premium. The 
Board agreed to allow BLCC to use a portion of the property at the Recreation Center for the Activity Center. After  
discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to approve the use of an area of the grounds at the Recreation Center  for  placement of new 
play equipment. 
 
MINUTES 
 
The first item on the agenda was the approval of the minutes from the previous meeting. After  discussion and upon a 
motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to approve, as revised, the minutes of the BLHOA Board Meeting of June 21, 2007. 
 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Suzanne Walsh – repor t attached) 
 
Suzanne Walsh reported that the new fall colors have been planted. Komp has not yet repaired the drain near the tennis 
courts. Three bushes on Whitewater will be replaced and magnolia and knock-out roses will be added on Sandy Port. Several 
areas at the Recreation Center were treated for chinch bugs. Ms. Walsh confirmed that the funding for the mowing of the 
ditch along Addicks-Howell will not continue, as Rhonda Lore declined to continue her contribution. Ms. Walsh received a 
bid of $1675 for resodding of the drain area at the Recreation center and a bid of $1750 for replacement magnolia and roses 
on Sandy Port. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 



     RESOLVED:  to allow use of remaining funds, up to $1750, in the landscape extras budget for  either  of 
these projects, at the discretion of Ms. Walsh. 
 

 
RECREATION CENTER (Ted Winzeler )  

 
Ted Winzeler reported that the pool year was largely uneventful. There was a problem during the month of a guard leaving 
the pool, when closed for rain, without giving notice to his supervisor; this resulted in disciplinary action.  Mr. Winzeler 
noted that there were areas of the pool that will need resurfacing/repair but this work can be done along with the warranty 
restriping to be done by AquaTexas. Mr. Winzeler noted that the sidewalk leading to the tennis courts is being uprooted by 
the pine trees, creating a trip hazard and making wheelchair access very difficult. PCMI will solicit bids to repair the 
sidewalk and look at wheelchair access to the sidewalk. 
 
 

PATROL COMMITTEE (Noel Rando)  
 
Noel Rando reported that he had resolved the differences on the Allied Barton invoices for the months of May and June. Due 
to the inability of Allied Barton to hire armed guards at our present wage scale, Mr. Rando proposed adjustments to the wage 
scales for the Patrol Staff. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  to approve increases for  the entry level guard position as well as adjusting raises for  the two 
guard positions cur rently filled. 
 
He also noted that the patrol service was able to assist on a call from a homeowner who had an alert button on a necklace. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
  
Mr. Burckle reported routine activity in the community, the committee approved one room addition, one tree removal and 
addition of two trees in the community. Mr. Burckle noted that the web page was modified to provide ability to print home 
improvement applications and review architectural guidelines. 
 
 

BP COMMITTEE (Char lie Burckle) 
 
Mr. Burckle reported that a request for a traffic actuated signal at Barkers Landing Road and Memorial Drive was 
turned down because we are located too close to the light at Westlake and Memorial. Other options are available 
and are currently being pursued. Inquiry was made about a sidewalk on the north side of Memorial between 
Barkers Landing Road and Westlake. The first step involved making a request for a form which will be completed 
and turned over the Board of Directors for submission to the city. 
 
 
BARKER’S LANDING COMMUNITY CLUB (Dottie Frank) 
  
Ms. Frank reported that the BLCC was placing bandit signs to support the singles event at Grisby Grill. In review of potential 
need for community-wide garage sales, the Board noted that the actual number of garage sales in the community had been 
monitored and was low; further that a survey taken 3-4 years ago showed that a majority of people in the community 
supported garage sales. 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT – (Steven Shurn) 
 
Mr. Shurn reviewed the financial reports enclosed with the meeting packet and agreed that they were acceptable 
and also reported that the idle funds have been put into CD's that are insured. Mr Shurn recommended that the 
CD expiring on 9/4 be rolled over 
 
MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
Mr. Eaton repor ted that force-mowing has been needed on the Whitewater  lot; he will continue as needed. 
 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
 
No old business covered. 

 



NEW BUSINESS 
 
No new business was raised for discussion. The next meeting of the Board of Directors was scheduled to take 
place at the office of Planned Community Management, Inc. on Thursday, September 20, 2007 at 3:00 pm. There 
being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 5:50 p.m.

Ms. Frank 
did so and indicated that the BLCC had obtained $8000 to-date in volunteer funding for the project. 
 
The various guests offered opinions as to accepting the donation of the playground equipment for an activity center for the 
Association. 
 
Mr. Fleck thanked all the speakers for the comments and advised them that the Board would take the information and 
opinions offered under advisement; he invited any that wished to stay for the remainder of the Board meeting to do so.

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

 
LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Suzanne Walsh – repor t attached) 

 
Suzanne Walsh reported that Rhonda Lore had formally declined to further participate in paying for the mowing of the 
Addicks-Howell ditch all the way to Memorial Drive. After  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and 
approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  that the Association would cease the mowing of the Addicks-Howell ditch segment from 
the border  of Association proper ty south to Memor ial Dr ive. 
 
She noted that the faltering roses on Whitewater island have been replaced. The work on the catch-basin at the Recreation 
Center is now complete. The treatment for fire-ants is due to be applied. There is a mushy area near the parking lot at the 
Recreation Center that will be investigated. Noel Rando reported that there is a verbal estimate of about $1000 for 
relocation of irrigation lines to accommodate potential placement of play equipment. Adjustments to the irrigation at the 
entry are being made as the plants had become overly dry. Ms. Walsh also indicated that a resident had inquired about re-
initiating recycling. 

 
RECREATION CENTER (Don Fleck for  Ted Winzeler )  

 
During the last month we had 2 items of note: 
One, the pool management company misread the contract and thought that the season ended after Labor Day.  As a result, 
we had no lifeguards and the pool was closed for the first weekend of September.  After calling them and pointing out that 
the contract included weekends through September 9, they agreed to provide guards for the weekend of September 15/16 
at no extra cost.  
 
On September 8 we had an incident with the maintenance person for the pool management company in that he allowed 
access to the facilities by unauthorized persons.  Resultant activities were cause for termination of the employee by the 
pool management company. Aside from those two negatives, the pool was in good shape. 
 
We did have a leak on the water line leading to the tennis drinking fountain.  After much digging the leak or leaks were 
located and fixed.  
 
Komp did clear the pine debris from the roof of the clubhouse. 

 
PATROL COMMITTEE (Noel Rando)  

 
Noel Rando reported that the patrol staffing was at the four member level for the first time is several years. He indicated 
that he had met with Allied Barton and the invoices in question would be resubmitted. He also noted that the equipment 
was being re-identified as Allied Barton rather than Initial Security and that the staff would have a new gas card allowing 
them to refuel the truck at the ExxonMobil station rather than have to travel several miles south to refuel. 
 

ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (Char lie Burckle)

currently being pursued. Inquiry was made about a sidewalk on the north side of Memorial between Barkers Landing 
Road and Westlake. The first step involved making a request for a form which will be completed and turned over the 
Board of Directors for submission to the city. 
 
BARKER’S LANDING COMMUNITY CLUB (Dottie Frank) 
 
Ms. Frank reported that the BLCC was currently receiving dues from the membership with many contributions over the 
minimum in support of the installation of the play equipment.  

 



 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT – (Steven Shurn) 
 
Mr. Shurn reviewed the financial reports enclosed with the meeting packet; he noted that the finances are in good shape 
and that expenditures are below budget. He noted that the Certificates of Deposit are being monitored to insure good 
return on the savings. The budget materials were noted and the Board will review and be prepared to finalize the budget at 
the October meeting. 
 
MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
All PCMI items were covered in pr ior  discussion. PCMI was asked to send a letter  regarding repair  of the west 
wall along Memor ial to the appropr iate owner  and to request that the Barker  Place owner  responsible for  the fig 
ivy overgrowth on the entry wall remove the ivy.

A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Barkers Landing Homeowners Association, Inc. (BLHOA) was called at 3:00 
p.m. on Thursday, August 16, 2007 at 15995 North Barkers Landing, Suite 162, Houston, Texas pursuant to the notice 
attached hereto as “Exhibit A” .

Guests in attendance included Linda Contreras and Gilbert Fragosa of Adventure Playground Systems, a 
playground equipment supplier, and  Bob Eaton of Planned Community Management, Inc. 
 
A quorum being established, the meeting was called to order at 2:55 p.m., with Don Fleck, President, presiding.  
 
Adventure Playground Systems – Gilber t Fragosa and L inda Contreras (Repor t attached) 
 
Mr. Fragosa and Ms. Contreras presented an equipment packet with information about the playground installation proposed 
by Barkers Landing Community Club at the Barkers Landing HOA Recreation Center; they also left a sample of the fall 
surface to be used under the equipment. In answer to questions from the Board, the representatives confirmed that the annual 
maintenance cost for the playground upkeep was anticipated to be about $250-$300 per year. All supplied equipment meets 
or exceeds CPSC, ASTM and ADA requirements. They confirmed that the equipment costs are to be about $15,000 and 
delivery can be made about 7-8 weeks after a deposit is received (no deposit to-date). The equipment is covered by warranties 
ranging from 1 to 15 years. 
 



Subsequent to that presentation, Steven Shurn presented a report developed by Dottie Frank of the Barkers Landing 
Community Club that presented information and comments from other groups that have the equipment in place, insurers 
commenting on the slight increase in liability when converting greenspace to playgrounds and attorneys discussing the 
limited exposure of the association and the Board if the offer of donated equipment is accepted (report attached); the report 
noted the lack of direct lawsuits related to playground accidents among the references questioned. 
 
Bob Eaton also submitted a brief summary of the proposed project (attached) with information on the prior project proposed 
by the association, but subsequently rejected by owners, along with information on the current project; he reported that the 
association’s insurance agent confirmed that the increase in insurance premium costs was likely to be less than $600. He also 
reported that the association’s counsel, Walt Spears of Bartley & Spears had confirmed that state law requires that Board 
members exercise good business judgment in making the decision as to whether to accept the donated equipment or not and, 
in doing so, are indemnified under stature from liability for such decisions, so long as they are also covered by Director’s and 
Officers insurance. Mr. Eaton also noted that there have never been lawsuits filed against PCMI client associations relating to 
accidents involving playground equipment. 
 
The Board reviewed the information thus presented and after  discussion and upon a motion made, seconded and 
approved it was 
 
     RESOLVED:  that a repor t on the information obtained regarding the type and placement of equipment, 
costs to the Association and liabilities incur red be made available to the owners within Barkers Landing and that a 
survey be conducted to gauge the owner ’s opinion on acceptance of the donation of playground equipment to the 
association.

     RESOLVED:  to accept the entire minutes of the August 16 meeting of the Board of Directors of Barkers
