BARKERS LANDING HOMEOWNERS:

The winter chill that greeted us during the first week
of the new year, played havoc with some of our
irrigation equipment. Despite the precautions we
undertook in having the contractor turn off the water
on our cul-de-sac islands, we did experience some
damage. We received prompt service and all
repairs were completed within two days.

The BLHOA annual meeting was held at Wolfe
Elementary on Feb 2, and there were enough
attendees and proxies which insured a quorum.
There were no candidates nominated from the floor,
and Steve Shurn was reelected by acclimation. All
officers and directors assignments remain the same
as the previous year.

During 2009, turnover of homes numbered 19,
some of which were leased homes. Currently, we
have nine homes for sale, however signs have not
been posted on some.

The Corp of Engineers conducted a presentation at
Wolfe Elementary on Feb 18 to inform us of the
projects going on to insure the stability of the Barker
Dam. Erosion was discovered in the conduits that
carry the water from the dam to Buffalo Bayou and
this is being addressed. The capacity of the Barker
Dam is 210 acre-feet, and the dam is located on
Hwy 6 South near Briar Hills Parkway. They did
confirm that the gates were, in fact, closed during
the heavy rains on April 27/28, 2009.

There will be another chance to recycle your old
computers, printers and TV’s. A tentative date of
May 8 has been set. The site has not yet been
negotiated but will likely be the lot behind the
Conoco Station on Eldridge just north of I-10
beyond the Omni Hotel. We will publish a
broadcast e-mail when the date approaches and
the site has been definitely determined.

MINUTES OF THE
BARKER’S LANDING HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
ANNUAL MEETING OF MEMBERS
FEBRUARY 2, 2010

The Barker's Landing Homeowners Association, Inc. held its Annual Meeting of Members on Tuesday,
February 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. at Wolfe Elementary School, 502 Addicks-Howell Road, Houston, Texas 77079,
pursuant to meeting notice attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

The following Directors were present:
Noel Rando Suzanne Walsh Steven Shurn
Stephen Sims Jeff Roberts

In addition, Leigh Voreh and Ron Lake of Planned Community Management, Inc. were present.

A quorum was qualified, represented either in person or by proxy, by 73 owners out of a total eligible
ownership of 368.

Noel Rando served as Chairperson and called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Mr. Rando introduced the Board Members present and recognized Leigh Voreh and Ron Lake of Planned
Community Management, Inc. Mr. Rando welcomed the members and gave a brief description of the
responsibilities of the Homeowners Association. He expressed gratitude to the people that had served the
community in the past year.

The first item on the agenda was the election of one Director to the Board for a three-year term. Leigh Voreh
conducted the election; the candidate named on the ballot was Steven Shurn. The floor was opened for
nominations; there being none, Leigh Voreh announced that Steven Shurn was the only candidate and upon
motion made and seconded it was:

RESOLVED: to elect Steven Shurn, by acclamation.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Patrol — Noel Rando

Mr. Rando reported on Officer Mark Montez’s condition and informed the members that treatment was ongoing
for Mark and that we have no indication of when he will be able to return. He stated that Officer Alon
Zeppenfeldt was improving after injuring his ankle and he should be returning to his shift very soon. Mr. Rando
said that crime has been low within the community and reiterated that car doors need to be kept locked while
parked within the driveway or street to avoid items being stolen. Mr. Rando mentioned there was an
abundance of solicitors canvassing the area in December and to take precautions and contact the officers in
the event they see anyone suspicious. He reported to the members there was a law enforcement official who
was ticketing cars that were parked in the street late in the fall. Mr. Rando spoke of the security vehicle that
was at the mechanic for ten (10) days and that Allied Barton supplied a loaner vehicle that did not meet the
state requirements as the tags on the vehicle were expired along with a headlight that was broken. Due to the
problems incurred the association requested that Allied Barton replace the account manager and there have
not been any problems since.

Landscaping and Trash Hauling — Suzanne Walsh

Mrs. Walsh gave an overall view of the landscaping items that had been performed within the community in
2009 and stated there are fourteen (14) live oak trees that are missing and she anticipates having these
installed within a two (2) year period. She reported the irrigation system needs to be modified and azaleas will
be replanted at the entrances where the others were stressed due to the drought this past summer. Mrs. Walsh
informed the association that she plans to undertake having the entry ways replanted to beautify the



community within the next three (3) to five (5) years as funds are available. She noted appreciation for
participation from the BLCC on this project. Mrs. Walsh reported the association received a free tree trimming
from the City of Houston. She stated there would be no increase for trash service in 2010.

Communication — Suzanne Walsh

Mrs. Walsh informed the members that the 2010 directory is being finalized and she thanked Marilyn Conn and
the block captains for their efforts in the updating process.

Recreation Center — Suzanne Walsh

Mrs. Walsh reported that a number of repairs were completed on our facilities this year including painting of the
buildings, work on ceilings and support posts, and new lighting for courts, pool and parking which was
completed with the help of Charlie Burckle. Mrs. Walsh announced that National Night Out was a great
success.

Swim Team — Suzanne Walsh

Mrs. Walsh directed the members to contact Barbara at www.swimbarkers.org for more details.

FINANCIAL REPORT - Steven Shurn

Mr. Shurn reported that the 2010 budget contained planned expenses of $450,177 up from $431,985 in
2009.The largest expense would be for the Patrol contract with Allied Barton, with the trash hauling contract for
$52,325 being the next largest single expense. The total expenses for Maintenance and for pool services will
run about $119,440, utilities should be $31,000 and professional services should be about 5% of the total
expenses. Mr. Shurn noted that the community operated over the budget by $1,796.00

Mr. Shurn reported there has been discussion of demolishing Wolfe Elementary and rebuilding three (3) new
schools in the surrounding area.

MEMBER RESOLUTIONS

President Rando invited Leigh Voreh to introduce the resolutions requiring member action. It was
recommended that steps be taken to protect net positive revenue in any year from taxation to the extent
possible under the laws. To that end and after discussion and upon a motion duly made, seconded and
unanimously approved, it was:

RESOLVED, that any excess assessments for the taxable year 2009, which are over and
above the actual expenses paid or incurred for said year, shall be applied against the
following year’s assessments for operating expenses.

Further, in order to have the actions taken at this Annual Meeting ratified at the earliest opportunity, after
discussion and upon a motion duly made, seconded and unanimously approved, it was:

RESOLVED, that the Board of Directors of Barker’s Landing H.O.A., Inc. be authorized to review and approve
the minutes of this 2010 Annual Meeting at the first regular meeting of the Board of Directors following
submission of the Minutes.

APPOINTMENT OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE
Steve Conn and Billie Love have been appointed by the Board of Directors to serve as the nominating
committee leading up to the year 2011.

There being no further business and, upon a motion duly made, seconded and approved, the meeting was
adjourned at 8:00 p.m.

BLHOA News

Landscaping
We are currently working to replace trees on

the Barker’s Landing Road esplanades that
have been lost over the years for one reason or
another. Our goal is to install fourteen 200
gallon live oaks and adjust the irrigation over
a two year period. With the money budgeted by
the HOA this year and the amounts donated
through BLCC, we are approximately 35%
toward our target. We will install the trees in
phases and will try to begin immediately; we
currently have 6 trees tagged at the nursery. |If
final details with this favorable pricing and early
planting don’t come together as quickly as we’d
like, we’'ll have to wait to plant the first batch of
trees in November.

For the first time that we are aware of, BL was
the beneficiary of a free tree trim by the City.
The canopies of the esplanade trees were
satisfactorily lifted which saved the HOA several
thousand dollars!

The landscape held up well during extended
freezing temperatures. We lost some of the
annual color and that was recently replaced.
The gingers at the Rec Center will be trimmed
when danger of frost has cleared and should
flush back out as it warms up. The old foliage
protects new and tender shoots from damage.

Also as a result of the cold winter, our grass may
take a while longer to green up than usual this
year. The chick weed is definitely thriving and
Silversand will spray when temperatures
stabilize.

The entry side azaleas had some damage due
to wrong settings on or malfunction of the
irrigation system and Silversand is deciding
whether to replace those with like kind or with
something more “mistake tolerant.” There will
be no cost to the association.

We will be looking for the heavy trim in
coming weeks needed to tease out new growth
in the entry hedges and as soon as
temperatures allow we will paint the lettering
on the entry sign.

| would like to thank Noel Rando once again for
his continued watchful eye on our irrigation
system. He has saved Barker's Landing more
than a few pennies in labor and water costs.

| am currently gathering pricing to replace some
of the other areas of overgrown plantings and
will continue to update those areas a little each
season as budget allows.

Within the next 3 to 5 years, | would like to
replant our entry. Silversand has a new
landscape architect on staff, a former
resident of Las Vegas, who will begin working
on a couple of plans for us at no cost. As soon
as the tree project is completed, we will look
again to partner with the BLCC to collect
voluntary donations to offset the cost.

We thank you for your continued support on our
neighborhood projects!
