Have You Noticed Areas of Brown Grass in Your  Lawn? 
 

It could be due to Cinch Bugs or Brown Patch; here is How to Tell the Difference…

Cinch Bugs:  
Problems show up dur ing the Months of June, July, August, September (St. Augustine Grass only) 

Problems will show up usually in areas that retain a lot of heat such as along concrete curbs, sidewalks, 
driveways, any areas where the grass is raised up on a mound.  Bugs can appear in other areas as well, but 
usually prefer hot areas. 

The first sign of a problem is the area of grass looking dry and not rebounding or responding to water.  If the 
problem begins to worsen and spread, it is recommended to go ahead and treat for Chinch Bug even if there is 
still uncertainty about a diagnosis. 

One way to tell if you have the Bugs is to take a coffee can and remove the bottom of the can. Simply push it 
into the ground in the affected area of grass and fill the can up with water. If you observe any “critters”  
floating on top of the water, Chinch Bugs are typically quite small (about �  of an inch in size) with white or 
clear wings, or see them crawling anywhere nearby, then more than likely you have an infestation.  Even 
seeing only one or two Chinch Bugs indicates a problem and a need for treatment.   

Unfortunately, the damage done to St. Augustine by Chinch Bugs is permanent and depending on how large 
the affected area of lawn is, you may have to plant new grass. 

As far as a cure, the best way is to stop the bugs before they become a problem; start treating in early June 
and treat each month through September.  

Most any lawn insecticide treatment, preferably a granular insecticide is the best, and you can get this product 
at Home Depot or any garden center supply. 

  

Brown Patch Fungi:  
Problems show up dur ing the Months of late September , October . November  (St. Augustine Grass 
only) 

Brown Patch problems will show up in your lawn as a small irregular circular ring with the outer perimeter 
showing as an orange to slightly brown cast and the middle as a definite brown. The same areas of damaged 
grass can often reappear from year to year as this disease is caused by a fungus in the soil. 

The onset of Brown Patch Fungi usually occurs during periods of hot to warm day time temperatures and cool 
night time temperatures. The best thing to do is treat starting in September, prior to the onset of the fungi.  
Backing off the amount of water usage to let the grass dry out a bit before the temperatures drop in the 
evening will help as well.  After November St. Augustine grass is usually going into dormancy for winter, and 
the disease will disappear. 

There are several types of fungicides that can be an affective treatment/preventative for the next growing 
season: 
Bayleton, Pentachloranitrobenzene (PCNB), Terrachlor liquid or granular, are good fungicides.  They may be 
marketed under different names but should be available at your local Home Depot or garden center supply 
company. The biggest difference between Cinch Bugs and Brown Patch is that with Cinch Bugs the damage 
is permanent.  With Brown Patch, although the grass may look unsightly, the damage is minimal and the grass 
will come back in the spring.

A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Barkers Landing Homeowners Association, Inc. was 
called at 3:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 28, 2006 at 15995 North Barkers Landing, Suite 162, 
Houston, Texas pursuant to the notice attached hereto as “Exhibit A” .

Guests in attendance included Jeff and Tammy Roberts, BLHOA owners, Charlie 
Burckle, Diane Whitlow and Greg Pell representing the BP Interface Committee (and 
ARC Committee also in the case of Charlie Burckle), Marjorie Bowstrom, president of 
the Barker Court HOA, and Bob Eaton of Planned Community Management, Inc.  
 
A quorum being established, the meeting was called to order at 2:55 p.m., with Don 
Fleck, President, presiding. 
 
Mr. Fleck introduced Jeff and Tammy Roberts and invited them to express their 
concerns. Jeff explained that they were extremely concerned about the state of the 
abandoned properties near the I-10 and Hwy 6 intersection. The area is inviting 
vagrants, graffiti tagging, drug deals and is, in general, in an extremely poor state of 
maintenance. They have been working with the city, police departments and whoever 
they can to get the area cleaned up, boarded up, fenced off or whatever is needed to 
make the area safe for normal traffic. 
 
Don Fleck explained that the Board is prepared to support their efforts and asked Bob 
Eaton to release the letter of support from the Board. He also noted that the BLHOA is a 
member of the West Houston Association, an umbrella organization involved with affairs 
on the West end of Memorial and that general area of the community and he felt that 
that organization might be a source of support in the efforts. 
 
Mr. Fleck then invited Charlie Burckle to report on the status of the committee’s work 
with BP of the development of the area north of Grisby. Mr. Burckle noted that BP had 
released preliminary plans for the development and had provided a Powerpoint 
presentation detailing some of the architectural renderings for the development. Mr. 
Burckle showed several slides from that presentation and asked the Board to provide 
guidance, as requested in the report provided by Mr. Burckle. After discussion and

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 

LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE (Suzanne Walsh – Report Attached) 
 
Suzanne Walsh presented reports, attached, detailing work to be done in the remainder 
of the year involving tree trimming and some replanting and to establish the Holiday 
decorations. As all items noted were within established budgets, Ms. Walsh was granted 
the authority to proceed with the regular trimming; holiday decorations will be discussed 
next month. 
 
Ms. Walsh also reported that the web site is now in an advanced state of development 
and she is asking whether the board would like to have an option offered for owners to 
opt out of receiving a printed newsletter and, instead, place the newsletter on the 
website. The matter was tabled for later discussion. 
 

RECREATION CENTER (Ted Winzeler – Report Attached)  
 
Ted Winzeler presented the Recreation Area Report attached. He noted that bids are sought for a 
new pool company for the 2007 season but a new contractor is not yet selected. He noted and 
thanked Dottie Frank and the BLCC for the successful Fish Fry held during the month. 
 
PATROL COMMITTEE (Noel Rando)  
 
Noel Rando reported that an electrician was called out to check reports of a mild shock from the 
water cooler near the tennis courts; he assured us that the cooler was grounded. He also fixed the 
fan in the gazebo on the same trip. Mr. Rando reported that there were three car break-ins during 
the month at the Thicket and a gas leak, which was repaired, at the South Barkers Landing 
entrance to the community. He noted that the patrol staff are now linked to their office (and other 
area Initial Security patrols) by walkie-talkie), which should assist in communication. He also 
remarked that traffic counters are placed in the neighborhood and surrounding major streets to 
establish baselines for traffic prior to any of the development of the BP property north of Grisby. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE (Charlie Burckle) 
  
Mr. Burckle reported that a new homeowner wished to remove a tree from the property, which 
was approved, however, the ARC Committee asked that she plant some new trees near the 
fronting street Right-of-Way to replace the tree removed. He noted that such action had not yet 
occurred and asked PCMI to follow-up on that lack of action. 
 
Mr. Fleck reported that he had spent a significant amount of time with the City Permits  
Department to secure permission for Barkers Landing residents to proceed with a project to repair

She also reported that she had secured an offer from an organization to donate trees to the 
community right-of ways if the community could arrange for the planting of the donated trees. 
She will coordinate with Ms. Walsh on the project. She remarked that the voluntary dues drive 
was having good response and the Board of the BLCC would decide on appropriate project 
funding at a later date. 
 
MANAGER’S REPORT (Bob Eaton)  
 
Bob Eaton reported that Fisher-Smoucha had submitted the copies of the Reserve Report 
with a recommendation of an appropr iate funding level of about $24,000-$25,000 per  year 
to assure adequate funding for  continued future maintenance of existing Association assets. 
The Board will review the repor t fur ther  pr ior  to accepting the recommendations in the 
report. Mr . Eaton also repor ted that the vacant lot of Whitewater  Lane was being 
submitted for  force-mows due to lack of maintenance; such costs will be charged back to the 
property account.
